Theme of the lesson: "The music in our life." (grade 7).
Type of lesson: combined (repetition of material, the creation of new knowledge).
Equipment: computer, projector, screen, audio equipment.

Objectives:

2. Practice reading with a total coverage of the content and listening to the detailed information.

PROCEDURE

I. INTRODUCTION

II. WARMING-UP

· I`d like you to listen to a piece of music and say what type of music it is. How would you describe it? (Records).

S:  -   It`s blues (jazz…).

· It`s relaxing and calm.

· It`s sad a little bit.

T: - Yes, that`s right. That`s my favoutite music. Music plays a great role in my life. I`m ready to listen to it everywhere.
· Do you listen to music every day? What is you favourite type of music? Why?

· Have you ever been to a concert?

· Can you play any musical instrument?
· Is music important for you?
III. MAIN PART:
1. CHECKING HOMETASK

T: We had 2 groups – a group of girls and a group of boys – you did a survey, summarised data and now they are going to make a presentation in a pie chart.

S1: We interviewed our classmates to find out musical habits in our class.

We can show you how we were doing it.

S2: Now we`d like to show you the results. 

T:  -   What is the most popular music in your class?

T: Let`s interview S (ask S some questions) about his musical habits.

2. NEW MATERIAL

T: -    Now I know about your everyday habits. And what about your past habits?
· What did you often do 2, 3, 5 years ago, when you were 6 and you don`t do it?

· Do you go to kindergarten?

· Did you use to go to kindergarten when you were 5?

· Do you play with toys?

· Did you use to play with them 10 years ago?

We use USED TO when we want to say: “We used to do it but now we don`t do it!”
